The meeting was called to order at 6:35 PM.
Approval of Minutes:  The minutes of the September 18, 2008 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Bob Vazza seconded by Peter Colombotos; unanimous vote to approve.
Treasurer’s Report:  $1,863,153.03 in the account through 9/15/08 and NOT including the State match of $271,380.00 (67.62%).  October ’09 State match is estimated to most likely be only 35%.  Interest this month was only $2,561.59. 
Final Warrant Article for Fall Town Meeting:
Committee read the final warrant article as it was amended since our last meeting.  Substantively it has not changed.  The Advisory Board requested that a member of the CPC be at present at their meeting on Thursday October 23.  Pete Colombotos will attend to discuss the warrant article.  
Committee Reports:
Marilee presumes that each committee member reports back to his respective committee on relevant activities of the CPC.  However, it isn’t clear that all connections among the committees and the CPC are being made.  From now on, Marilee will aside a time on each agenda for committee members to report back to CPC anything relevant from his appointing committee.
Bob Vazza said that the CPC is a standing agenda item on the Housing Authority.  He updated us on what is happening at the Housing Authority.  They handle: 1.) subsidized State housing; approximately 160 elderly or disabled individuals in the two developments on Main Street and about a dozen family housing units.  They also have 63 Section 8 permits that they manage.  They are a surplus housing authority – not subsidized. 
The Housing Partnership was formed so 40B developments could be somewhat controlled. The Housing Partnership is the first line of defense against potentially damaging 40B applications.
Sharon asked if Bob Wood was aware of any historical guidance documents that could be incorporated into the CPA Plan.  It is important to have a handle on what the Town has already targeted for historical preservation/restoration.  A discussion ensued on what type of documentation might be available.
Rick Kranes reported on the Open Space Plan.  It should be on the website next week.  We requested that it also be put on the Town website and on Around the Common blog.  It needs to be approved by Town Meeting and the State.  Hopefully it will be voted no later than the Annual (Spring) Town Meeting.  Marilee suggested that, as soon as it is prepared, it be submitted to the Board of Selectmen with a letter asking that it be included in the next Town Meeting---be that the Annual or a Special.

No report from the Conservation Commission.
The Master Plan Implementation Committee is coordinating a meeting regarding the South Coast Rail extension – by invitation only on October 22, 2008.
Discussion of Officers:
We elected officers when we were formed.  Marilee suggested that we discussion the possibility of having an election of officers.  Everyone wanted Marilee to continue as Chair, unanimously.  Marilee noted that she would not be able to do the job forever so people should feel free to offer if they would consider being chair.
Discussion on what should/can be done about non-attending members:
We have no representation from the Planning Board and very rare representation from the Rec Commission.  Marilee asked for input about how to rectify the situation. Jim Campbell might be interested from the Rec Commission.  The Committee recommended that Marilee contact Dan Buron and Bob Iafrate to solicit their suggestions before contacting their Committees.
Sub-Committee for the CPA Plan and public hearing/workshops
Sharon suggested that we put together sub-committees to work with her to work inbetween Committee meetings on the CPA Plan and the any public workshops/hearings.  Rather than two separate sub-committees as originally suggested, Marilee recommended that both issues can be handled by one sub-committee.  All agreed that only one sub-committee was necessary.
Peter Colombotos, Jim Tebou and Rick Kranes volunteered to serve on the sub-committee.  Sharon will contact them by email to set up the first meeting.
Our next meeting will be held on November 20, 2008 in the Senior Center at 6:30 PM.
