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)Emergency Meeting Minutes
Thursday, October 6, 2011

The meeting was called to order by the Chair at 6:34 PM.

Welcome Master Plan Implementation Committee member, Shirley Krasinski: Given the fact that the Committee had quorum, Ms. Krasinski did not vote at the meeting, but attended and listened to discussion as member of the MPIC. If there is no appointee from the MPIC by the next Committee meeting (10/20), Ms. Krasinski will join the Committee as a representative appointed by the MPIC and sworn by the Town Clerk. 

Presentation of a proposal to purchase the Calthrop Trust property...Jen Goldson: Chair Hunt explained the application process as it applies to the Town Council with the CPC. She also outlined the application and project proposal.

Ms. Goldson read through the proposal with the Committee, explaining details and answering questions. She announced the details of funding sources: 1) the DCR: $400,000 2) the Nature Conservancy: $125,000 and 3) the Wildlands Trust: $350,000. Ms. Goldson explained that the Wildlands Trust had two different funding sources; one that would contribute $200,000 and the second that would contribute $150,000 given certain contingencies.
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Discussion: A discussion ensued for approximately ninety minutes with participation by both Committee and audience members. (For those who would like to hear a digital audio recording of this discussion, contact Ms. Colombotos.)

Vote: Mr. Kranes moved that the Committee accept the Town’s proposal; Mr. Wood seconded. Chair Hunt made a friendly amendment to Mr. Kranes’ motion that a stewardship task force be formed for the land (should it be purchased) to oversee its use and maintenance in conjunction with the holder of the CR. The amendment to the motion passed unanimously. The motion passed by a vote of 5 yea, 2 nay, 0 abstention. 

Mr. Wood moved to adjourn; Ms. Guasconi seconded. The motion passed unanimously at 9:19 PM.
