Approval of Minutes from 11/17/11: After certain corrections were made, Mr. Vazza moved to approve the minutes from November 17th, 2012 with said amendments; Ms. Krasinski seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report: Mr. Vazza provided a treasurer’s report. Because there was confusion with the month’s meeting, Mr. Vazza did not have the fund balance for the account. However, Mr. Vazza did let the Committee know of bills made to the account:
a) two for the Keith Homestead: ($373 in October and $256 in November), 
b) two for the UU Church: to Blackburn, the contractor for the project, ($10,000) and another for the preservation planner ($4,979 in November), and
c) one out of administrative funds: to Fitzgerald Appraisers ($4,000).

Keith Homestead: Ms. Goldson reported that with Harry Bailey as Town Manager Clarkson’s final appointment, the Task Force is now ready to start working. Their first meeting will be January 7th at 9:00am with Brian Pfeiffer, who will be giving a tour of the property.

Municipal Building Committee: Mr. Kranes reported that the Municipal Building Committee was moving forward to get a project manager involved. Later, they will have a feasibility completed regarding the location of town offices.

McElwain School: Ms. Goldson reported that she reviewed comments from the Massachusetts Historical Commission (MHC) and needs to make a few more revisions before it will be completely ready for approval.

UU Church: After much discussion, Ms. Krasinski moved to table the topic; Mr. Vazza seconded. The motion passed unanimously. [For a recording of the full discussion, contact Nina Colombotos at ninabean15@comcast.net.]

Calthrop Trust Purchase: Ms. Goldson reported that the Town Council will meet to consider the loan order, and that she will try to speak with DCR, Wildlands Trust, and the Nature Conservancy the day after the Council meeting to discuss the prospects for the land’s purchase.

Housing Production Plan: Ms. Goldson announced a workshop that will be help on January 25th to present the Housing Needs summary to the community and to have people discuss their goals for housing projects. Ms. Goldson encourages all Committee members to attend.

Update on Community Development Block Grant Application: Ms. Krasinski reported that the application is currently being written by the Middleboro partner. Ms. Krasinski has spoken with Rep. D’Emilia about writing a support letter. Unfortunately, he is unable to do so due to a conflict of interest. However, Sen. Pacheco was able to write a letter, which Ms. Krasinski hopes will help.

Mr. Wood moved to adjourn; Mr. Vazza seconded. The motion passed unanimously at 8:03 PM.
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
