Approval of minutes from 10-21-10 – Moved by Bob Vazza, seconded by Kevin Bligh to accept the minutes. Approved with 1 abstention (Kranes).
Treasurer’s Report: 

Bob Vazza provided a status as to current CPC financial levels. As of November 30, 2010 the CPC fund had $2,519,174.85 based upon receipts through 09/30/10.

The account is currently receiving 0.45% interest.

A reminder for committee members relative to any bills that might be submitted relative to CPC funded projects. All invoices for projects should be directed to the CPC liaison for said project and it is the responsibility of the liaison to forward the invoice on to Bob for review and resolution.

An invoice was received from J.M. Goldson Consulting for CPC consulting work completed on the McElwain School project and for preservation planning. Dollars were already appropriated and paid for by the town. No need to approve the invoices, but provided as a courtesy to the committee.

An invoice was submitted to the town for the Mt. Prospect Cemetery fence construction prior to the work having been completed. The invoice was given back to the contractor and a discussion between the chair and Judith Gabriel for Mt. Prospect Cemetery took place.

Library HVAC Project

The bid for the HVAC work to be completed in the history room of the Bridgewater Public Library came in below the estimated price and the job was awarded to Bridgewater company G&G Mechanical. The work is slated to begin in January.

Affordable Housing

There is currently a 40B proposal for 143 Plymouth Street. The applicant is interested in turning a garage on the property into affordable units. 

The meeting was adjourned at 6:49 and the committee went into Executive Session. 

A vote to re-open the regular meeting took place at 7:58 with a unanimous approval to re-open the regular meeting.
McElwain School Project

The draft application to have the McElwain School added to the historic register was provided to the committee. The goal is to have the school listed on the National Register of Historic Places, which is maintained by the National Parks Service. Jen Goldson has completed the vast majority of the application at the time of the meeting and needed some additional information relative to the interior description of the property. She intended on conducting a site visit for additional information. The goal is to have the application completed within the first two weeks of January and then have the application submitted to the Mass. Historical Commission.
