Here are just some quick answers to your e-mail.  Scott [MacFaden, Wildlands Trust] and I will draft up a more complete description in advance of our meeting on Feb. 18.
 

Mass Dept. of Fish and Game is interested in purchasing the rear ~ 130 acres (Wildlands Trust could participate, but we don't necessarily need the $$, so they might not have to).  The rear acres are wet - and a long way back from the road, so what little potential they have for development would be nullified by the cost of building a road - in my opinion.
 

The wooded 130 acres would add a protected corridor of ~ 1,500 feet wide (I am not looking at a map so this number could change, but it is about that wide) along this stretch of the Taunton River, over to the Curve Street pasture property.  This is quite a wide corridor.
 

Scott and I think the fields in the front have a tendency to be wet as well, although there might be enough high land for a few house lots.
 

The fields are not critical for DFG and Wildlands Trust "vision" of a corridor along the river, so we don't want to pay for them.  Also, we have enough fields and cranberry bogs to manage right now and we don't want to take on any more - particularly if another entity (such as the Town Cons. Comm.) is interested.  
 

There are about 2 acres of existing cranberry bog now - visible from the road. 

 

Stanley Kravits official/legal role is as a beneficiary of the KID Farms Nominee Trust.  He was a beneficiary of the Trust; Bruce Dyer is the Trustee.  Soon after KID acquired the entire Imhoff Farm, they split off the 32 acres to the west and built the subdivision (Old Farm Road, etc.).  The 32 acres sold for for several hundred thousand dollars (exact number is in the file.)
  

Mr. Kravits told us that he would like to move Priscilla Imhoff (and maybe her existing house) to a lot at the front of the property - that lot would need to be created.  He feels a duty owed to the Imhoff family that Priscilla not be displaced from the property.  Having a house way in the back is a big problem for us.
 

Stanley is aware that I am going to contact the CPC.
  

I hope this info is sufficient for the time being.  Scott and I will be giving you more shortly.  Give a call or e-mail anytime. 
 

And let us know more about what you have heard about possibly more cranberry bog being created.
