Carlton Hunt (early part of meeting)

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM.
* A motion was made by Rick Kranes, seconded by Bob Wood to approve the minutes of the April 19, 2007 Meeting with no changes.  Unanimously approved.

* A motion was made by Bob Vazza, seconded by Rick Kranes to approve the minutes of the May 7, 2007 meeting with no changes.  Unanimously approved.
Treasurer’s Report:
There is currently a fund balance of $1,121,203.22 which includes June’s monthly interest of $2,982.04.
Bob Vazza confirmed that the bill for town counsel was paid out of ‘07 admin money and that the grant money for the CPA Liaison has been set aside.

*A motion was made by Rick Kranes, seconded by Dave Moore to accept the Treasurer’s Report.

Update on Historic Preservation Restrictions:

The Committee is waiting for language from Town Counsel regarding how the preservation restrictions will be worded.  Donna Chaffee from the Scotland Church was looking for a timeline and the “next step” as ideally they would like to undertake the renovation prior to winter.  The Committee informed her that the Church will need to adhere, at the very least, to the Department of Interior’s Historic Preservation Code.  Peter Colombotos is to get the cite for Donna to access the Code. 

The Committee anticipates that we will have the preservation restrictions for the Church and other private grants at our next meeting in August.  The Committee is looking to receive restriction language from Town Counsel early in August.
CPC Liaison: 

The position for the CPC Liaison needs to be posted.  Laurie is to email Dave Matton and ask him to take care of the posting.  The job description was submitted in the the grant proposal.  That is what will be used for the job posting.

4 Building Study

The Committee reviewed and discussed a draft RFQ for the 4 Building Study.  The Committee made some changes to the draft.  Dave Moore is to contact Paul Sullivan about when it can be posted to the state publication.  David will e-mail Marilee on Friday (June 20th) so she will know what dates to put in the RFQ for the bidder’s conference and return date.  Marilee will then send the RFQ to Paul for posting, the town webteam to be placed on the CPA web page and all committee members and other interested parties for distribution.
*A motion was made by Bob Vazza, seconded by Rick Karnes to accept the RFQ as amended.  Unanimously approved.

Open Space Meeting Update  

Jennifer Goldson is still working on our Open Space meeting which is scheduled to be held on September 27, 2007 at the Senior Center.  Marilee expressed a desire to invite as many key people from the town, college, surrounding towns, etc. in an effort to have a community effort toward gaining information relative to open space, etc.  

The Committee members were asked to email Laurie with any potential names and addresses of people to be included in the invite.  Laurie and Peter Colombotos are to work on the language for the invitation for the meeting.  Peter is to check and see the availability of potentially using the new High School as a location instead of the Senior Center.
Committee Membership

The Committee discussed the need for a member of the Open Space Committee to be included in our membership.  To put an Open Space member on our Committee, requires a by-law change.

Laurie is to contact Renee Rushton to ascertain the language that we need to use for the warrant article for the Fall Town Meeting, as it is too late to put it on the July 30th Special Town Meeting.  The warrant article can exactly copy the warrant article from the last Town Meeting when the Historic District Commission was replaced by the Historical Commission.
*A motion was made by Bob Wood and seconded by Rick Karnes to amend our By-Laws, per a warrant on the Fall Town Meeting, and replace a member from the Capital Planning Committee (currently a vacancy in our Membership) with a Member from the Open Space Committee.  Unanimously approved.
