Members present at the meeting:  Kevin Bligh, Jay Gormley, Gina Guasconi, Marilee Hunt, Rick Kranes, David Moore, Bob Vazza and Robert Wood.  

Guests:  None

Only minor corrections to the minutes of June 17 were made.  Acceptance of the minutes was moved by Rick Kranes, seconded by Bob Vazza and unanimously approved by a voice vote with no abstentions.

Action Item List:

Web site:  Troy indicated that he will have Brad D. get in touch with MKH to update the CPC website with appropriate membership information, minutes and agendas for the past 18 months.

CPC Appointment:  Andrea Monteith has been appointed by Troy to the Open Space Committee so she can be sworn in as their rep to the CPC.  Rick Kranes has changed his CPC affiliation from the Open Space Committee to the Con Com.

Preservation Planner:  Troy indicates that he will have a pre-application prepared by August 17th to extend Jennifer's contracted services to the Town.

Library HVAC:  Troy, Jay (the CPC project liaison) and Sean Dailey (interim Library Director) will ensure that the RFP is issues within the next couple of weeks

for the Library’s CPA supported new HVAC system.
Mt. Prospect Cemetery:  G Guasconi and cemetery committee are trying to locate acceptance letter.

McElwain School:  Form B with photos and description was sent to MHC and the property was considered eligible.  J Goldson will proceed with application that will take 12 to 18 months.

Signs:  Kevin is researching other communities' "CPA at Work" signs for style and cost---and will bring a report to the next meeting.  We will seek a local sign builder.  David Moore will provide Kevin with names.  The final design/vendor will be voted at the next meeting. Kevin reported that signs would cost $200 to 2,000 depending on size.

UU Church:  D Moore and J Goldson will talk with representatives from UU Church.

Treasurer’s Report:  Troy and the Accountant have given the financial accounting from April through June 2010 to Bob V as requested.  Open Space account totaled $302,900.  Interest earned for four months totaled $2848.12.
