Meeting Minutes, 8/17/06

The meeting was called to order at approximately 6:30.
Meeting minutes of July were reviewed with brief discussions and minor corrections were made.  Rick Kranes moved to accept minutes as amended with the motion seconded by Steve Elliot.  Vote to accept was unanimous. 
Report on List of 61A Properties
Rick Kranes presented his work from searching the Town of Bridgewater Assessor’s list.  Rick demonstrated how we can use this web site to show the location and contiguous extent of holdings by citizens with Chapter 61A properties.  Using this tool the Committee can prioritize what 61A properties might be worth preserving for town use as open space or other use.
Application Forms
David Moore indicated that he found the forms acceptable and had no specific comments on the forms.  Marilee Hunt was concerned that the forms need to be user friendly and thought they were as the form is based on the Town of Easton’s application form which has been in use for a while.  Rick Kranes suggested that we solicit comments from the initial round of applicants concerning the applications and the ease of filling them out.  Steve Elliot queried about the meaning of “Extra Credit for Acquisition Projects vs Development Projects.”  There was a brief discussion regarding this issue but no changes were suggested.  Also discussed were Emergency Waivers, the types of projects which might qualify and it was decided that projects would be considered based on their own merit.  Minor language changes were suggested.  Bob Vazza moved to accept the applications forms as discussed.  Steve Elliot seconded the motion with a unanimous vote to accept.
Public Meeting Report
Pete Colombotos was absent and was supposed to contact Jim Moore regarding the details.  Steve Elliot is working with Pete on this sub-committee, but was not prepared to lead the discussion.  Visioning aspect of the public meeting was to be discussed at the September 21 meeting.  Marilee Hunt requested that Anna Nalavenko be invited to that meeting to discuss visioning.  David Moore suggested that members visit the Easton CPC meeting.  Marilee will contact them for their meeting schedule.  No further action was taken.
Treasurers Report
Bob Vazza presented that the accrued balance as of June 30 was $363,503, that the interest rate on the deposited funds was 3.5% and that the accrued interest to date was $1,075.  It was moved to accept the treasurer’s report and the vote was unanimous.
The meeting was adjourned at approximately 7:45.
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
