The meeting was called to order at approximately 7:30.
Composition of the Committee

The recent town meeting vote replacing the representative from the Historic District Commission with a representative from the Historical Commission is not yet in effect and, therefore, Judith Gabriel will remain on the Committee until the replacement can officially take place.  Marilee described the expected timeline:  On or before October 12, the Special Town Meeting results will be submitted by the Town Clerk’s Office to the MA Attorney General’s Office for review; the Attorney General has up to 3 months to certify the meeting and return that notice to the Town Clerk; when the meeting has been certified, the Clerk’s office will notify Marilee; Marilee will ask that the Historical Commission make their official appointment to the CPC with a letter to the Selectmen; after confirmation by the Selectmen, a letter will be sent to that appointee (expected to be Bob Wood); concurrently, Marilee will notify Judith Gabriel who will send an official resignation letter to the Town Clerk; the Clerk’s office, upon receipt of Judith’s resignation, will send an appointment letter to Bob Wood; upon receipt of his appointment letter, Bob will go to Town Hall to be sworn onto the CPC.  At that point, the change will have been completed and the Committee will reflect a membership consistent with both the town by-law and the state statute.

Community Preservation PowerPoint presentation
The PowerPoint presentation created by the Community Preservation Coalition was reviewed prior to having a Committee quorum.  After a quorum was present, it was decided that the presentation would be used at the public hearing.
Public Meeting Planning

Marilee expressed concern that there has not been adequate preparation for the public information meeting planned for October 2nd.  Steve insists that because we have announced it we must follow through; to cancel would cause us to lose credibility.  The majority seemed to agree with Steve.  The meeting will go forward.  Pete will record an interview with BTV.  Marilee will draft a letter to be sent to all department, board and committee chairs and will be asked to be added to the Board of Selectmen’s agenda for the Tuesday before the hearing.  She will also contact the print media (Townsman and Enterprise) to see if they will do articles.  Pete will print fliers to distribute at the upcoming Special Town Meeting.

Marilee also noted that Cable 9 will be present to video tape the hearings so that the information presented can be shown several times hoping to reach a larger audience than just those able to attend that evening.

Anna Nalavenko was present to speak about the “visioning” session she will lead at the public hearing in which she will solicit input from the audience about their visions for the use of CPA funds.  She will have photographs of assets in town to help generate “wish lists.”  She said that people like to be asked for their input and that she is excited about the possibilities.

The meeting was adjourned at approximately 8:45.
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
